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The Detroit Region’s population is larger than the population 
of 130 countries, including Denmark, Singapore and Ireland.
 
383,970 Detroit Region residents were born in foreign
countries.  44 percent of this foreign-born population arrived 
in the U.S. after 1990. 
 
The Detroit Region’s total disposable income is estimated to 
be over $156 billion.  Oakland County’s per capita income
ranks 4th highest among U.S. counties with over a million 
residents.  

 

From 2000 to 2004, the Detroit Region’s population grew
by an estimated 81,454 people.  Among counties within
the Detroit Region, Livingston County experienced the
fastest percentage population growth during this period –
13.5 percent.   
 
Wayne County is the 11th largest county in the United
States by population.  Oakland County ranks 30th in
population among the nation’s 3,086 counties.
